important jobs as an AGO chapter 
is outreach to young organists.  
There are several ways we have 
done this and continue to do so  
as a chapter.  In July 2008 we 
hosted a successful “Pipe Organ 
Encounter.” In February 2009 we had a chapter 
competition, a preliminary to the AGO/Quimby 
Regional Competition for Young Organists.  We 
awarded $600 in prize money to the three winners 
and paid expenses for the first prize winner,  
Kenneth Miller, to compete in the regional  
competition in Florida.  Since 2002 we have also 
funded the Robert and Ann Stigall Scholarship for 
young organ students.  This fund was established to 
honor the Stigalls when they retired from Myers 
Park Presbyterian Church.  These scholarships  
provide free organ lessons for students in grades  
6 -12.  Auditions are held every May and  
scholarships are awarded for the following school 
year.  The offering collected at our annual Summer 
Series recitals helps fund these scholarships. On 
February 13 of this year, our chapter will host an 
event called “Pedals, Pipes, and Pizza!”    

This program is designed to give young people in 
grades 4 and above, a brief introduction to the pipe 
organ and its music.   Finally, we have an annual 
summer recital featuring college students from our 
area and any Stigall Scholarship winners who are 
ready to perform.  This year’s student recital will 
be on July 11, 2010.   Our chapter puts a strong 
emphasis on encouraging young people to learn to 
play the organ.

Raymond Weidner has served in the field of church music for over  

thirty-five years and holds degrees from Westminster Choir College (B.Mus.), 
Western Michigan University (M.Mus.), Michigan State University (Ph.D.), 
and Chesapeake Theological Seminary. He studied organ with George Markey 
and Donald McDonald, and performed under Leonard Bernstein, Leopold  
Stokowski, and Roger Wagner, among other great conductors.  In addition to 
his work as a church musician, Dr. Weidner founded and directed professional 
and semi-professional community choruses in Michigan and Oklahoma, where 
he also produced a weekly program devoted to choral music. His choirs have 
toured the U.S. and Europe, and he has held academic positions, as well as  
being the conductor of the Jackson Metropolitan  Chamber Orchestra. He has 
been active at the local and national levels as a clinician, and is the author of 
two books.  Currently, Dr. Weidner maintains an active compositional schedule 
in addition to his duties as Director of Music at Woods Memorial Church, 

Severna Park, MD, and as an adjunct professor at Anne Arundel Community College.

Made up of boys ages 8 to 14 from all over the US 
and several foreign countries, the choir has  
performed with major orchestras and artists, as well 
as on their four annual concert tours for over seven 
decades. Recent performances have included the 
Mahler 3rd and 8th symphonies with Pierre Boulez 
and the Staatskappelle Berlin at Carnegie Hall, a 
joint concert with the choir of St. Olaf College,  
directed by boychoir alumnus Dr. Anton Armstrong, 
and performance as a featured choir at the national 
convention of the American Choral Directors  
Association in 2009. 
 

The choir is directed by Litton-Lodal Music Director 
Fernando Malvar-Ruiz. Their repertoire includes 
choral classics from all periods, folk music, show 
tunes, and contemporary works.

David auditioned for the choir after a joint concert 
with the Charlotte Children's Choir (he LOVED the 
CCC, and lived for rehearsal every week) in  
September of 2007. The director of the boychoir  
always invites interested boys to come to the piano 
for a very simple audition, after concerts, and most 
boys enter the choir that way. David wanted to  
audition 'just to say I did,' and we thought nothing 
would come of it. 
 
Wrong! We got a letter and then a phone call inviting 
us to visit the school because they were interested in 
David. We visited in December of 2007, and he 
started school there in January 2008. He really loves 
it there.  The school has a good academic reputation, 
and of course the boys get a thorough musical  
education, including voice lessons and theory classes 
(he's learning some theory I didn't get until college).  
 
They live (about 15 of the 48 boys are full boarders, 
another 20 are weekenders, and the rest are day  
students), go to school, rehearse, eat meals, and 
travel together (four major tours a year). One of their 
teachers travels with them as 'tour tutor,' and they 
spend part of each day on school work.  They get 
great enrichment activities on tour, and their  
curriculum is  designed to include whatever they will 
be seeing. For example, when they went to the south-
western states last year, they saw Native  
American sites and desert ecosystems, so those 
things were built into their studies.

The choir is a professional musical ensemble in every 
way, with upwards of 150 performances each year. 
The standards of musicianship are extremely  
high. They have had performance opportunities that 
would be envied by most musicians--Mahler's 3rd and 
8th symphonies last May with Pierre Boulez and  
Daniel Barenboim when the StaatskappelleBerlin 
came to Carnegie Hall to do all the Mahler  
symphonies; Mahler again with the New York Phil in 
Avery Fisher Hall this past September; one of the  
featured choirs at last year's ACDA national  
convention; the international festival of men's and 
boys' choirs in Czechoslovakia last summer with the 
likes of Cantus and Chor Leoni; and even  
the Grammy awards backing up pop diva Beyonce'.  
 
The boys are truly a 'choir of brothers.' The alumni 
association is very strong and includes an alumni 
choir, led by Music Director Emeritus James 
Litton.

Maureen Howell is a native of Danville, Virginia.  She holds a Bachelor of Arts degree 
from The College of William and Mary in Williamsburg, Virginia, and a Master of Church 
Music degree from Southern Baptist Theological Seminary in Louisville, Kentucky, with 
organ studies and a composition minor.  She has studied organ with Michael Grant, Jock 
Darling, and Donald Hustad.  A church musician for nearly 30 years, she has been organist 
at St. John’s Baptist Church since 2001 and also teaches piano privately.  She and her hus-
band Warren have worked together in music ministry in churches in Virginia, Florida and 
North Carolina.  They have two children, Andrew and Clara.   
 

Jim Twyne has been a member of the Charlotte AGO since the mid 1970s and served 
as Treasurer for two years in the mid 1980s. He studied organ and earned a BM  
degree in Church Music at East Carolina University.
